National Call, Rome, 22.10.2008

To the faculty in mobilization, to students, to PhD students and to all the precarious researchers 
“We won’t pay for your crisis”, this is the slogan with which a few weeks ago we have started the protest at the university of La Sapienza, Rome. A simple slogan, and at the same time direct: the global crisis is of capitalism itself, of property and financial speculation, in a system without rules or rights, with companies and managers unscrupulousness. The educational system, the school and university, the health system and taxpayers can’t pay the cost of that crisis. Our slogan is become famous, spreading by word of mouth, by city of city. From students to precarious people, in the world of work and research, nobody want pay for crisis, nobody want to socialize the losing money after the richness had not shared for years. 
These weeks are the contagion’s weeks, with the multiplication of the conflict in the schools, in the universities, cities; and this event have generate a lot of fear. As the dog that has fear bit, the reaction of the President Berlusconi it was immediate: “police for who stage a sit in at universities and schools”, “we eliminate the violence from the Country”. Just  yesterday Berlusconi declared to increase the financial support for the banks and transform the State to stand surety for the company’s loans: in a simply word, cutback for the education, less founds for students, cutback for health but public money for the company, for banks and private sector. We are wondering where is violence: is a violence stage a sit in at universities and schools or instead a government whom impose the 133 law to cutback the found for the education system refusing the parliament’s debate? Who is violent? Who resist for the public status of university and schools or who want sell them for the a few private profits? The violent is Berlusconi’s side, and in the resistance of schools and universities there is the great joy and indignation of who fight for future. We don’t want stay in silence in the corner, we want to be free. 

They tell us that we can only able to say no, that we don’t have any proposal. This is not true: the occupations ant the meetings in these days are building up a new university, made by knowledge, as well as sociality, information, conscience. Study is for us very important: and for that we are protesting: we are occupying for a public university, to continue to study and do research. We have to change a lot of things in this universities and in schools, but one thing is certain: the change doesn’t pass through this cutback.  Change the university mean increase founds, to sustain research, to qualify the educational process and guarantee mobility (from study to research, and from research to teach). The cutback mean just one thing: change the public university in a private foundation. That mean close down the public university.  
The project and its tools is clear: the 133 law was approved in august, and in front of the protest of tens of thousands of students they claim the police. This government want smash democracy, with the fear’s tool, through the terror. But today, from La Sapienza in mobilization and from occupied faculties, we want say that we don’t have fear and we don’t go back. Our intention is, at the contrary, that the government must retreat: pull the 133 law back! We don’t want lose this battle, we don’t want to bend down in front of this arrogance. We invite all faculties of the Country to do the same: they want strike the resistance, so that a thousand of faculty occupy!

Moreover, after the success of the general strike on 17 of October, we think that is the right time to give an united answer in our cities. We suggest two national appointments: a day of mobilization on Friday 7 November, to spread action in all the cities. A big national demonstration of the educational world, from Higher Education to School, on the 14 November in Rome, when the union want to do the general strike of the university. We have to build this day with the centrality of the figure of student, researchers and teacher in mobilization. As well we think is useful to cross, with our word and claim, the general strike of the school made by union on Thursday 30 October. 

In these days there is a powerful, extraordinary and richness mobilization. A new wave, an anomalous wave that don’t want stop and want win. We have to increase this wave and joy for the struggle. They want us idiots and resigned, but we are cleavers and in movement and our wave will go far away!
